New filing requirements for price postings

Earlier this year the Washington State Legislature passed Substitute Senate Bill (SSB) 6655, which establishes new licensing requirements for the shipment of beer and wine into Washington State.  
Because of this new law there are new filing requirements.  Following are the changes to our site.

1) Two new filing types of importer and authorized representative have been added. This is for the first Washington distributor direct importing foreign product into Washington and the new out-of-state Certificate of Approval holders.  A new field has been added where the distributor will post laid in costs, (cost+freight+taxes).

2) Manufacturers will not be required to post production costs.  Distributors posting as an importer (direct importation into WA from out of country) and authorized reps will be required to post acquisition costs.  

3) All Certificate of Approval authorized reps will be required to have on file letters from the manufacturer appointing them as a Washington representative of their product.

4) All fields will be required.  Please read help file on website for field requirements.  If your data does not match, please start correcting them now or January 1, these records will be rejected.

5) The Liquor Control Board will remove all foreign products from your catalogue (importers/distributors) and they will need to be re-added.  (LCB will provide a batch file to do this in the near future, the prices will be showing at the previous months posted and will need to be modified if prices are different from the previous month)

6) New Certificate of Approval holders (importing foreign product) located outside Washington State but inside the US will now be required to price post.  This licensee will post acquisition costs and also their price to Washington distributors.

Beginning January 2, 2005 to January 5, 2005 the posting site will be unavailable to allow scheduled LCB upgrades. 

A one time change to the filing deadlines will go into effect for Manufacturers, COA’s, Importers and Subjobbers who will file January 6th through January 13th for sales effective February 1, 2005.  

Distributors will file January 14th to January 31st for sales effective February 1, 2005.  

NO EXTENSIONS WILL BE GRANTED FOR THESE POSTING DEADLINES.  

Please note that Manufacturers, COA’s, Importers and Subjobbers will be required to post twice in January.  The second posting will be January 14th through January 31st for sales effective March 1, 2005.
